Grow in Jesus Colossians 1:1-23 | Week beginning Sun 4

Paul congratulates the Colossians on what he's heard, that they are growing
in Jesus and bearing fruit of the gospel - the good news - Jesus.

Grow in Fullness Colossians 1:24 - 2:15 | Week beg. Sun 11t

Paul’'s passion for people understanding fully who Jesus is, the way knowing
Jesus transforms our lives and leads us on a journey of discovery, growth
and freedom is evident here - this is the fullness that is life in Christ.

What do these words teach me about Jesus?

How are you experiencing and growing in Jesus’ fullness?

Grow in the Gospel Colossians 2:16 - 3:17 | Week beg. Sun 18"

Here Paul highlights various divisions and differences of opinion, dividing
labels prevalent in the culture of the day and says there are no longer
divisions - ‘Christ is all and in all’ The good news that is Jesus is for all people.

What divisions do you see in society today? What about your church?

How can you contribute to living out the inclusiveness of the gospel?

Grow in Hope Colossians 3:18-4:18 | Week beg. Sun 25"

The last part of the letter feels a bit outside of our context - wives submitting
to husbands etc. But what Paul reminds us is that Growing in Jesus is about
all of life - that Jesus filters into everything we do and we have hope - that
transforms our present and points towards an even brighter future.

How has reading Colossians this month challenged or transformed you in
how you live? How has it changed you?

What hopes are you holding onto today?
